Examples include, but are not limited to, posts or comments that bully, intimidate or harass; content
that is hateful, threatening, pornographic, or contains violence or depictions of drugs; comments or posts
that single out or point to a particular group of people or any post that is unlawful, misleading,

malicious, or discriminatory. Business and political advertisements will be taken down as well.

Individuals who do not follow these guidelines will have their posts removed and could be blocked.
